IN UPTOWN PHOENIX

Phoenix, AZ / 20 July, 2005 – BOA Antiques & Attitudes, a new antiques and collectibles 
store in Phoenix, announces its Grand Opening scheduled for 10 a.m., Saturday, July 30th.   
The store is located at 5102 North Central Avenue -- just minutes from downtown 
Phoenix, at the intersection of Central Avenue and Camelback Road (across from 
Uptown Plaza).   BOA Antiques & Attitudes offers a unique, multi-media shopping 
experience for everyone – from homeowners and professional decorators looking for that 
one-of-a-kind piece to complement a home décor, to shoppers dropping by for a visual 
and audio experience of bygone eras. 
 
Spread out over 4,000 square feet of retail space, BOA is a retro concept store offering a 
blast from the past (and even the future) of several different eras and themes in American 
pop culture.  The floor plan for the store is laid out in six sections, taking shoppers 
through an incredibly unique shopping/time travel experience that starts with early 1900s 
Americana and leads them through the next several decades of pop culture, ending with a 
look into futuristic art and attitudes. 
 
Developed by a local Phoenix couple – Jay and Lyn Lefevers – BOA Antiques & 
Collectibles’  store concept of “shopping through time” pays homage to the iconic images 
of creativity and talent that make American culture, art and furnishings of such great 
appeal to so many.   
�
Each section of the store offers home décor items and furnishings, wall hangings, and art 
pieces that correlate to a specific period in American history.  As they stroll through the 
store, shoppers can experience and enjoy the music, social trends, and even watch the 
movies and television shows that helped define those periods. 
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The store is outfitted with sound systems and television displays that feature period-
relevant sights and sounds.  In the pre-1930s section, for example, a visitor to the store 
can shop to Big Band music and catch Lon Chaney as the Werewolf in a silent movie 
video. 
 
Further along, memorabilia from the 1940s and 50s decorate the walls and early 
television shows such as Leave It To Beaver and I Love Lucy reflect back on our 
country’s age of innocence.  
 
Everyone will have fun in the section that covers the1960s and 70s  -- with everything 
from Woodstock-era collectibles and art, to Love-In style shag rugs and lava lamps, all 
topped off with the classic songs and ubiquitous disco ball of those years.  This section 
even features a period automobile display that will change from time to time. 
 
Three other sections of the store are built around themes – a “Lost in Time” section 
reflects items and media that transcend time – such as the still-popular Rocky Horror 
Picture Show and the Twilight Zone; a “Once Upon a Time” section is filled to the brim 
with special items chosen just for children and children’s rooms, and includes a life-size 
tree with swings that serve as bookshelves.  A final theme section goes “Back to the 
Future,”  and features a collection of “art with attitude.”    
 
BOA Antiques & Collectibles will be open for business beginning with the Grand 
Opening on July 30th (doors open that day at 10 a.m.).  Regular business hours will be 
Tuesday through Saturday, 10 a.m. to 6 p.m., and Sunday from noon to 5 p.m.  The 
store’s phone number is xxx.xxx.xxxx. 
 
Co-owners, Jay and Lyn Lefevers, are longtime residents of the Phoenix area.  Jay 
Lefevers is also the owner and President of Lefevers Viewpoint Group, which has been 
providing commercial and residential appraisal and valuation services to the area for over 
ten years.
